e | can make a variety of suggestions for future activities.

e | can ask and answer a variety of kinds of questions about common subjects such as weather
and leisure activities.

e | can exchange basic information, for example, confirm the details of an itinerary.

e | can take partin a short conversation about my interests and those of the other person.

e | can give and follow simple instructions.

e | cangetbyinanumber of situations likely to arise during a trip.

e | can understand short texts written in plain language about travel or vacation, for example,
travel advertisements on the Internet.

e | can use everyday reference materials (brochure, recipe, directory, etc.).

e | can write a short paragraph describing a place, such as a tourist destination.

e | can write a simple text about an experience or an event, for example in a postcard or an email
message.

Context: The subject is familiar and the other person speaks in a fairly slow, clear and simple way.
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
